Natural disaster and civil conflict have made receiving 

an education all but impossible for children living in 

Indonesiaôs Aceh Province. 

The tsunami that struck in 2004 claimed more than 

200,000 lives in South Asia. And although the central 

government and a separatist movement signed a peace 

accord in 2005 after 30 years of fighting, facilities for 

learning in Aceh have been slow to materialize. 

The plight of the provinceôs children moved The 

Rotary Foundation Alumni Association of District 

2780 (Japan). The alumni decided to help establish 

childrenôs libraries in Aceh after considering a query 

from the Indonesian nongovernmental organization 

KomunitasTikar Pandan. 

The group funded the effort by holding the Aceh 

Charity Concert in Zushi, Japan, in March, raising 

about US$16,000.
