Oosterwyk, from the Grand Cayman Sunrise Rotary Club. 

We had two guests, USMC Private Austin Eskew, son and guest of Sam Eskew, and Merle Grimes, guest of Doyle Kelley.  

Our program was given by Allison Waters of the American Red Cross, Blood Services Department. Allison explained to us the need for 

blood donations and provided the following information: 45% of all blood that is received by patients is handled by the AmericanRed 

Cross. However, they do have competition from other local providers, but currently the American Red Cross is the only national 

organization providing this service. They provide blood to most locations in the United States.

The American Red Cross was begun by Clara Barton in 1881. It is supported only by contributions and not by government funding. 

Savannah is in the ARC Southern Region, which provides 1,200 units per day to recipients. Therefore, 1,200 donations are needed per 

day in order to meet the needs of our region.

Blood is used approximately four to five days after it is donated, and the ARC keeps a one to two day supply in inventory. Every two 

seconds, blood is given to a recipient. For donees, the average time of donation for those who schedule an appointment is 45 minutes 

and the ARC now offers the opportunity to make an appointment online and save time while donating. To do this, you can go to xxx.
