Warning Sign Descriptions(from  The Warning Signs of Stroke  http://www.hsf.sk.ca/resuscitation/Instructor%20Information/WarningSigns2006.pdf)

ÅWeakness : Sudden loss of strength or sudden numbness in the face, arm, or leg, (even if temporary).

ÅTrouble speaking : Sudden difficulty speaking or understanding , or sudden confusion, even if temporary.

ÅVision problems: Sudden trouble with vision, even if temporary.

ÅHeadache: Sudden severe and unusual headache

ÅDizziness: Sudden loss of balance, especially with any of the above signs
