As a follow up the stroke meeting on November 3, Don Stubbs provided refrigerator magnets that outline the Signs of Stroke.

Our speaker was Don Gardner , who spoke about Global Climate Change.  Don is a retired energy industry professional whose goal is to 

present some background facts to people to help them become better informed about global climate change. Don presented in 20 

minutes the high points of what he normally presents in a 12-hour class. One of his major points is that mankind contributes less than 

0.25% of greenhouse gases. There is a natural cycle of warming and cooling that takes place independent of human actions. Further, sun 

spots correlate more closely with warming and cooling than any other factor. Clean energy will not be able to provide a significant 

portion of the worldôs energy needs, and what it does provide will cost much more than other energy sources. While there is much

ñconsensusò on the need to do something about global warming, it is quite possible that we are entering another cooling period. The 

IPCC is the major proponent of the need to do things to cap carbon dioxide emissions ïhowever there are other groups (Heidelberg, 

Leipzig, Oregon) that have contrary positions, but that do not get the press. This is a complicated issue ïyou can reach Don at

djgard@bellsouth.net.
