against polio

At the Inayat Foundation Academy for the Deaf in Lahore, 

Pakistan, children watch attentively as a teacher uses sign 

language to explain what polio is and the need to be immunized 

against it. 

Afterward, members of the Rotary Club of Lahore Sharqi (East), 

Punjab, give the children pencils, badges, and other items 

bearing the words Polio-Free Pakistan. 

The presentation, arranged by the club during Pakistanôs 

National Immunization Days (NIDs) 15-17 February, illustrates 

the countryôs determination to reach every segment of society in 

the drive to eradicate the disease. 

An estimated two million people on 90,000 immunization teams 

took part in the NIDs, vaccinating about 35 million children 

against polio. The effort marked the debut of the new bivalent 

oral polio vaccine in Pakistan, also in use in the other three 

remaining polio-endemic countries of Afghanistan, India, and 

Nigeria.
