Ray Wenig, president of the Ariel Savannah Angel Partnership (ASAP), gave an interesting 

overview of angel investing - underscoring the fact that it is the engine that is driving new job 

creation in the country. There are several hundred angel investment partnerships throughout the 

United States. They are composed of investors who are willing to put dollars at risk with the 

potential to drive high returns. Reality is that many new business launches fail, but those who 

strike it big, e.g., google, generate huge returns for investors. ASAP screens roughly one hundred 

entrepreneur proposals annually and typically one new investment opportunity is presented at their 

monthly meetings. Members choose what they want to invest in and do so in $5000 

increments. Currently there are 55 members in ASAP and the partnership is seeking to grow its 

local membership to 99. Ray invited RCSS members to contact him if they are interested in 

learning more about ASAP.
