Fine-Meister and Past President Tom Hussey extracted some dollars from both happy and sad 
college baseball fans – nice hedging, Tom.
In the 50/50 would you believe speaker Jim Hazel won at 50/50, alas the small dollars.
Past President John Petrillo introduced Past President Jim Hazel who talked about the medical 
work that many volunteers are doing in Nicaragua from February through July (some longer) 
each year. Jim noted that he invited his guest, Ed Shapoff, to the meeting so Ed could get a better 
idea of what the volunteers do AND perhaps for Ed to decide to join the group on a future trip. 
Jim noted that from out the door to back home the trips are about 8 days long. Most of the 
recipients of the medical services are of Mayan descent – they receive little or no medical 
assistance during the rest of the year. One common medical procedure is to repair hare-lips and 
cleft palates, a condition that arises from too little folic acid in the diet – it is ironic that folic 
acid is found in the fruit that abounds in the region, but that the folks there do not eat fruit, but 
rather they harvest it and export it. Some of the work the volunteers do is in villages, and some is 
in a local hospital that is owned by the Catholic church. If you have any interest in learning 
more, and maybe joining a future trip, please have a chat with Jim.
